Canada finishes eighth atworld junior
squash championkips

Dec 14, 2002

CHENNAI, India- Carada lost a clge 2-1
battle to the U.S., torish eighth in the
team evenat the me’s world junior
squash chapionshipsthe ame positin
as two years ag.

Canadian junior chamgn Matthew
Serediak of Regina opendtetmatch
losingto Julan lllingworth 95, 9-0, 92.
But Robin Clarke of Ottawdefeated
Nicholas Chirls 1-9, 9-7, 9-1, 9-7 teetthe
match at 1-1. In the deciding match,
Christopher Godon defeated Bian Ernst
of Ajax, Ont., 9-3, 9-5, 9-10, 10-8. The
Canadians, with four rookies in the
line-up, were seeded ninth and the
Americans10™.

"I'm very proud of ou players," said
Canadian national team coach Arthur
Hough of Calgary. "It was a very
successful tournament.” The Canadians
were given thefair play awardfor their
condud on and off thecourt.

The next wod juniorsare scheded for
Colombia, which didn’t field a team here
this year.

Eye injury forces Power to withdraw in
world semifinal

ANTW ERP, Belgium-Second-seed
JonathonPower d Montreal was forcedto
withdraw from the world pen squash
championships du®tan eye injuryuffered
in his semifinal match Friday against
number-three David Paler of Austrah.
The miskap occured inthe seond game
with the scoreied 10-10Palmer plagd a
backhand drive, and Power weaught near
the lef eye byPalmer rackebn the 6llow
throudh. Powerwho wonthe frstgame
15-13, was attended to immediately on the

court by a doctorThe 28-year-old Canadian

took the one hour allotted injury break but
wasn’t able to play again.

"This is the last way | would rave wantedto
reach a World Open final," said Rlmer.

Power, looking for his seond caeer world
crown and first since 1998, was enjoying a
great tournamergnd a great seas. He was
the most sucessful player this yeawith

four wins in major tournaments and the
Commonwealth Games titl
